He is a graduate of Harvard University and was a Rhodes Scholar at Oxford University. 

Gideon Rachman is Chief Foreign Affairs Commentator for the Financial Times and writes a weekly column as well as an FT blog. Before that, he was with The Economist for 15 years. His book Zero-Sum World, about the future of international relations, will be published in 2010. Mr. Rachman is a graduate of Caius College, Cambridge and has been a visiting fellow at Princeton University. 

Michael Schuman is the Asia business correspondent for Time, covering economic issues in the region. He was formerly a Wall Street Journal correspondent in South Korea, Singapore and Indonesia. He won an Overseas Press Club Award with other Wall Street Journal reporters for their coverage of the 1997 Asian financial crisis. His book, The Miracle, The Epic Story of Asia's Quest for Wealth, was published last year.
